      10  September  2017 

Dear Fellow Parishioners, 

 It seems hard to believe that the summer has flown by so quickly and we find ourselves in September.  

I hope you all have had a restful break from the routine which, unfortunately, begins anew.   

 This past summer has given us a lot to pray about:  a nuclear threat in North Korea, on-going hostilities 

in the Middle East, terrorist attacks in Europe, out-of-control forest fires and searing temperatures on our 

west coast, Hurricane Harvey inflicting terrible destruction in the Gulf states, Hurricane Irma threatening to do 

the same in the Caribbean and the continental United States, rising levels of hate speech and activities, 

deepening political and cultural divides, the coarsening of civil discourse, to name but a few.   It seems like the 

United States of America is becoming an ever-more fractured union.  The fact that despite our flaws and 

divides, so many people still seek to come here, regardless of the hardships and obstacles in their way, I think 

points to the terrible conditions from which they have fled, desperate to find a better life for themselves and 

their families.  It is easy to categorize these people as ‘them’, ‘illegals’, or ‘aliens’, but in doing so we are 

neglecting them as individual persons who, like us, are made in the image and likeness of God.  As I write this 

on Tuesday,  the President and Attorney General have just halted the DACA program as we know it.  It is due 

to start winding down in March 2018 unless Congress bites the bullet and addresses the issue of immigration.  

It is ironic to me that a nation of immigrants seeks to shut the door on today’s immigrants.  I think it is 

imperative then, as people of faith, to put our Faith into action and try to redress this egregious wrong.  Jesus 

said “Whatever you do for one of these least ones, you do for Me; whatever you fail to do for one of these 

least ones, you fail to do for Me.”  It seems to me that that is a pretty clear yardstick.  Although the solution(s) 

are of a political nature, the impetus is of a moral nature.  We pray each week for the sanctity of all human 

life:  may I implore you then to let Congress know that you wish them to do all they can to respect the sanctity 

of these lives by enacting legislation to protect them.  Remember:  when you do it for them, you do it for 

Jesus. 

 Tuesday, September 12th, is the feast day of The Most Holy Name of Mary, our patroness.  I invite you 

to come to Mass that day in honor of Our Lady.  We will celebrate as a parish at the 10:45am Mass next 

Sunday, September 17th.  This Mass will be celebrated in Vassallo Park, and will also serve as the opening Mass 

of the new catechetical year.  Parish organizations and ministries will have information tables there, and there 

will be refreshments following.  So please plan on attending and celebrating with your fellow parishioners!
